This had been expected on e i ghty o.nd f orty meters but I also r e ceived 
them on fifteen and t wenty. 
All in all I had a great time. The weather vws fine and I just wisP, 
that I had known before I l eft home who.t I know now. I would have 
been much better prepared for the operation.

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ARRL BOARD MEETING There vias a bit more to the J anuary ARRL Board of Directors meet­
ing than was reported here last woek and there were n few significant developments. 
Briefly summarizing, the Board recommended to the IARU Board that Noel Eaton, VE3CJ, 
be the President of the IARU •••• this nction being tantamount to election to that 
office; that a one-year public rela tions program be set up to supply information to 
government agencies and government officinls; that the office of General Manager be 
studied for a possible · name change to 'Executive Vice-President'; more non-staff 
technical articles in QST; elected the Directors of the ARRL Foundation, these are Ed 
Bock. W¢BB, Robert Chapman W1 QV, Lloyd Colvin W6KG, Richard Egbert W8ETU, 'Doc' Gmelin 

W6ZRJ, Larry Price, W4DQD, Peter Schenk 1r>!A4GFY, Larry Shima W¢PAN and Harry V. 
Williams WlMBK; authorized an ARRL office in the \r>lashington, .D.C. area; voted to 
issue DXCC pins showing the holders current DXCC status; voted to study the 'Sister 
Cities' program; asked the FCC to speed up the issuance of repeater licenses; tabled 
a proposal that the ARRL buy or lease its own computer; voted a study of ways to 
strengthen the field organization outside the continental U.S.; rejected a proposed 
amendment that would have re-stated the four-year continuous membership requirement 
for candidates for Director and Vice-Director; voted to study the feasibility of 
establishing a membe!Eship amateur radio reference library at headquarters; referred 
to the DXAC a proposal to print from time to time the cumulative 5BDXCC list in QST; 
voted to request the FCC to eliminate tho requirment for transmission of the call 
sign area when opernting mobile in ones own call-sign area; approved Toronto, Ontario 
for the 1977 ARRL Convention; asked the DXAC to study Rule 9 of the DXCC rules to 
see if any inequities in the mileage limits when moving within a call area and to 
another call are a can be e liminated; voted $150.00 per division for public relations 
postage reimbursement; a sked .ihe Membership Committee to study the dissemino.tion 
of candidates for director/vice director own qualification statements in the election 
campaigns; cor:1mended the Genera l Manager for his efforts to maintain the high quality 
of paper used in QST; advanced $15,000.00 to the ARRL Foundation for working funds; 
voted continued opposition to FCC proposa ls to allocate amateur frequencies to 
non-amateur purposes •• not limiting this t o FCC #19759 and #1988ot nsked the Member­
ship Committee to study the effe ctivene s .s and viability of the ARRL QSL Bureaus; 
voted to have the Genernl Counsel contin;le to see revision and relaxation of tho 
FCC Repeater Rules; asked the Legal and Regulatory Committ ee to study the question 
of granting novice privileges (A1) to Tech..'1icians; voted to ask the VHF Repeater 
Advisory Committee to study repea t er fre quencies in the 6meter band; commended the 
Intruder Watch and took car e of o. number of other housekeeping ::md administrative 
chores. 
Now that all the pertinent fncts ha ve been condensed into a single paragraph and 
we did get it all in just over :.1. half page, it might be noted that there were some 
other interesting developments. Possibly sooner or later most everyone will recog­
nize the signs but perhaps it will hel p t o do a bit of pointing. 
There would seem to be good evidence tha t this Board Meeting was the focus of a 
power struggle between some differing views on the B0ard. Like a lot of other things, 
only bits and pieces are flying ab ove the smoke a nd dust of the fray and it may be 
some time before all the pie ces caL be found in place and recognized. 
It should be noted that this just did not happen. During 1973 <.:md even earlier there 
have been cries for reform within the levels of the ARRL. It might be recalle"d that 
there was that anonymous article in 1CQ' magazine l a st summer and in at least one 
instance a well-financed and professiono.ly prepnred campaign to defeat Director in 
one election last Fall. There have been calls for " ••• a stronger management' in 
the administration of the ARRL, proposal . : to make the ARRL President the one with 
full executive powers and a lot of meetings around the country where certain factions 
sought to gain the leverage they want ed t o put their views across. 
This may be a bit of a surprise but 1973 was pretty well marked by some strong 
intra-mural grappling. Where some wer e selected a s targets, it would seem that 
the efforts on either side tended t o polnrize positions among the Board of Directors 
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but with some still straddling the fence and trying t o work both sides of the street. 
Anyhow, comes the Board Heeting and one faction starts t oting up the ir strength and 
finds that they ha ve enough sure votes to control the elections. 
You will note the r esults. They could hardly wait to get the opening ceremonies over 
when they were right into the middle of the e lections. Everything went pre tty much 
according to the scenario except for one instance where there was a last mitute and 
unexpected entry. 
The question undoubtedly will arise a s to wha t the results vv ill be. The indica t ors 
are that they will be good. In some instances it was felt that some of theformer 
office holders had be en contributing little to the overall effort and were C03ily 
coa sting along in a honored sinecure. Ther e was also a possible .difference of phil­
osophy on the 'stronglmanger' concept. Host of the Directors f ee l that they themse lves 
should individually a ssess the needs of the ARRL membership within their divisions and 
that they are most sensitive to the moods nnd desires of the members. In some cases 
the strong leadership advoca tes have indic .:tt ed that the Directors should follow the 
bid .and direction of the 'strong President'. 
If you were to go by the track record the new vice-presidents, Vic Clark, W4KFC, 
Noel Eaton, .VE3CJ and Carl Smith W¢BWJ, bring both vigor and ability to the Vice-pres­
ident sector. The naraing of Noel Eaton to the H.RU should end that position being 
treated as a honorariuo. The Honorc:try Vice-presidents can clearl;y be recognized 
a s the honaruriun, spot and the rea lignDent should be interesting t o watch in the 
coming months. Looking a bit a head t o the future, it might be inter esting to note 
how things go in the next e l ections for the Executive Board. There were certa inly 
some signals fl own at this Board Meet ing nnd undoubtedly there will be r.wre next time 
around. Some of those 1.·rho wer~ t argets o -~ efforts i n the l c:tst Directos election would 
seem to have emerged as r:mch stronger per , ,rt:Jers in their !tRRL r ules and it will be 
interesting to note what develops in the " .tur e . 
All the full minute s will be published in the IVJo.rch QST. It might be wor.th while: t o 
study them as this may have been a most significant ARRL Board .GJee ting. It r.1ay a lso 
be something to note one matter which has bothered many and that is tho referring of 
r.1atters to a c6mmi ttee for study and r econnendation. Ther e nr e . a number of these 
instances in this Board meeting and there ~1ave been many in past r,Jee tings. If you 
read the minutes you r ec:tlly never know whnt hnppens to those proposnJ...s as subsoquontly 
all you will see is a noting tha t a committe~ submitted a r eport and it wa~ a ccept ed . 
What they said or wha t they recommended i s never ment i oned and occasi onally somethfng 
will surface in the forr.1 of a uotic;n . There have been sor,1e whu .have r aised the question 
of including the committee reports in the minutes so that there will be. knowl edge : of 
where the committee worked, what they studied and whu t were their recol:Jmendo:tions. It 
might also bo noted tha t there is nn increas ing tendency to go iri ' 1 • • o. ¢Oli1~Jittee of 
the whole" which in effects puts the proceedings off r ecord.. It will be noted that 
this parliamentary tactic was used t o consider candida t es for the ARRL Found<ition, 

. t o study the procedures of the Legnl and Regulntory Committee .a:nd to t i.~:JCUss the ARRL 
·QSL Bureaus. A few years back this maneuver was used _ to conceai the d:isctissiorn3imd 
plans of the Board in moving to meet the threat of the .Elft aud tho CB groups to r a id 
the amateur frequencies . It might Gppear that it. is being Used nnytim8 a subject comes 
up that might be a bit sticky. · . . · . 
Aside from the meeting itself, ther e seems to be some t endenc.y t Q restudy nnd ree'vnlute 
the Advisory Committees end in this instance it is tbe ,DXAC that · v.1e nre interested in.
